Staying ahead of the airplane means more than being prepared, it means not letting anything
take you by surprise anything you can foresee, that is, and much of what happens in the air

can be foreseen. Staying ahead of the airplane also means that the pilot should be in charge, not
the airplane. It applies to every flight regime, including take offs, cruise, and landings. There

is altitude to be watched, charts to check, landmarks to note, and the need to maintain constant
vigilance inside the airplane.

A good preflight will usually help set your mind straight, and get the flight off on the right foot.
Also, using your checklist, and calling out each item helps. Power back, mixture rich, carb heat
on, fuel pump on, gear down and green, fuel on both or fullest tank, shoulder harness tight,
pressure and temps in the green, flaps down, trim set, and prop set farcaga.
